THE FOLLOWING RESOLUTION WAS OFFERED BY COUNCILWOMAN PAUTLER, WHO MOVED ITS
ADOPTION, SECONDED BY SUPERVISOR SAVAGE, TO WIT;

WHEREAS, the Alde Town Board is considering an application by J.M.M. Construction of
WNY, Inc. for site plan approval of a proposed 136' x 50' building addition and expansion of the
existing stone parking area (including grading and stormwater management improvements) at
11290 Walden Avenue, in the Town of Alden, further identified by SBL # 96.01-1-20.3 (The

“Proposed Action”);

WHEREAS, the Alden Town Board has determined that the Proposed Action is an

Unlisted Action under SEQRA and has conducted a coordinated review;

WHEREAS, the Alden Town Board believes that this Board: the agency primarily
responsible for undertaking decisions as to site plan review; is the agency with the broadest
governmental powers for investigating the impact of the proposed action; has the greatest
capacity for providing the most thorough environmental assessment of the proposed action;

and is the most local agent with permitting authority;

WHEREAS, the Town of Alden has provided notice to Erie County Planning as required

under Section 239-m of the General Municipal Law;

WHEREAS, the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act requires the Town

Board to determine the Lead Agency status and the Lead Agency making a SEQR determination;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Article 8 of the Environmental Conservation Law, the Applicant
has prepared the Environmental Assessment Form, which is now on file with the Town Board

and the Town’s SEQR Intake Officer; and

WHEREAS, any comments received from the involved agencies have been fully

addressed by the Code Enforcement Officer; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Alden Planning Board has recommended the approval of the site

plan.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS THAT:

1. The Town Board has determined that the Proposed Action is an Unlisted Action under

SEQRA and that a proper coordinated review has been conducted;

2. The Town Board has determined that the Town of Alden should be the lead agency for

all environmental review of the Proposed Action;

3. The Town of Alden, as Lead Agency, hereby determines that the unlisted action
described in the SEQRA NEGATIVE DECLARATION, NOTICE OF DETERMINATION OF NON-
SIGNIFICANCE, on file with the SEQRA Intake Officer, will not have a significant effect on the
environment and that an environmental impact statement is not required to be prepared with

respect to said Proposed Action;

4, The Town Board finds that the Proposed Action is consistent with the Town Code and

approves the site plan; and
5. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

Councilwoman Pautler motioned and Supervisor Savage seconded the motion to appoint Hanna Stover
as a “contract employee” of the Town of Alden, to serve in the Town of Alden Courts as a clerk. Because
of Miss Stover’s specialized skills that no other applicant possessed which include her currently being
employed as a part time clerk in two municipalities which qualifies her as “professional personnel.” This
is a contract appointment for up to one year, effective 09/17/2019, for a maximum of 19 hours per
week at a rate of $14.00 per hour or $13,832 for the one year term. This motion will serve as the
“contract” between Hanna Stover and the Town of Alden and is subject to the following:

1. The hiring of this contractor does meet the requirement that the Justices select their
clerical staff, noting that they have formally asked for Miss Stover.

2. As a contractor, Miss Stover will be responsible for paying her own withholding taxes.

This contract can be nullified by mutual consent at any time during its life.

4. The contractor will not receive any benefits normally associated with Town of Alden
part time employment as an independent contractor. However, the Town of Alden will
cover her Worker’s Compensation insurance and provide liability for the Town through
its current policy since she will be working within the Town Hall.

5. This contract can be nullified and a regular annual appointment for Miss Stover as a part
time court clerk made when any of the following occur:

A. Miss Stover makes her residence within the Town or Village of Alden
B. Local Law Chapter 67 is modified by the Town Board to delineate a currently serving
Court Clerk as personnel who may not need to reside within the Town or Village of
Alden
Upon passage, the Supervisor is authorized to sign this motion which will serve as a contract.
