Larry Zobrest, Town Highway Worker. – The Advertiser printed an article stating the Highway 

negotiations are the reason for exceeding the tax cap; who gave that statement and why? Negotiations 

are ongoing and in early stages. Why is the Highway being singled out as the reason for the increase. 

Brett Sitzman, Town Supervisor – Stated that not everything in the Advertiser is printed correctly when 

reported. Apologized if they felt singled out but that was not anyone’s intent. Highway negotiations is 

one part of the budget process, in the statement given to the reporter for the Advertiser, Highway 

negotiations were one of several areas that were mentioned.

-New Town Hall Road Sign -$2500.00
