Level 1 will remain in the shallow end with no flotation
devices. An entry level course that teaches your child to
get acclimated to the water. Level 1 age range is about 3-6
years.

Level 2 will remain in the shallow end, is an addition to
level 1, introducing more advanced skill sets. Level 2 is 4-7
years.

Level 3 and 4 are all based on stroke development. Level 3
is geared towards 7-9 years. Level 4, ages 9-11

Level 5 is a continuation of level 4. You know how to do
the strokes and have either club or modified team
experience once this level is reached. Level 5 ages 12 & up.

If needed, our lifeguarding staff will assess swimmers and
place in proper levels.
