NRD Leadership Team and Summer Recreation Staffing

Upcoming Lifeguard Certification Courses

In preparation for Summer Recreation 2024… ARC Lifeguard Certification Courses are planned. The 2 options are: a “Re-Certification” Course scheduled for Saturday, June 1st from 8am-1pm and/or a “New Certification” Course, scheduled for Saturday, June 8th from 8am-3pm.  In this blended learning experience, participants will need to complete on-line assignments and Field (Pool) Training/Testing.  The LGC costs are as follows: “Re-Certification” - $90 and “New Certification” - $180.  Payments are to be made directly to the American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor.  For on-line access, “Re-Cert.” candidates must register by Friday, May 17th, and “New Cert” candidates must be registered by Friday, May 24th.  In accord with past protocol, certification costs will be reimbursed for those candidates gaining employment with the NRD.
