Lifeguard Certification Courses

In this blended learning experience, participants will need to complete on-line assignments and Field (Pool) Training/Testing.  The LGC costs are as follows: “Re-Certification” - $100 and “New Certification” - $180.  Payments are to be made directly to the American Red Cross Water Safety Instructor.  For on-line access, all candidates must register by Sat., 5/17. In accord with past protocol, certification costs will be reimbursed for NRD Staff Members.  Do not delay, sign up today!
