Lifeguard Certification Courses

In preparation for the Summer 2025 NRD Aquatics Programs, American Red Cross (ARC) Lifeguard Certification Courses were held last weekend on Saturday, May 31st from 8am-4pm.  In this blended learning experience, participants completed on-line assignments and Field (Pool) Training/Testing. There were a total of 14 registrants, five candidates for “New Certification” and nine for “Re-Certification.”  In accord with past protocol, certification costs are reimbursed for those candidates gaining NRD employment within one year of completion.
