Lifeguard Certification Course

In addition, an ARC Lifeguard Certification Course is scheduled for Saturday, October 11th from 8am-4pm.  It will be primarily for new certifications; but it is also for recertifications as needed.  The estimated cost of new certs. and recerts. is $190, $125, and $90, pending need. Registration for this program opened on September 17th and then closed on Saturday, 9/27. This program provides a great opportunity to become a Certified Lifeguard!
Registration Process:

Participants are encouraged to set-up family accounts at any time and may register on-line at www.newsteadrec.com  or at Newstead Town Hall starting Monday, October 20th @ 8am.  For the convenience of on-line registration, a modest processing fee is assessed and invoiced.  Please note that there are “caps” - a limited number of openings for the programs, which will be filled on a first-paid, first-serve basis.  Note: A registration is not complete until paid.
