Notes: Registration is not complete until paid.  “Wait Lists” are monitored and adjustments are made as appropriate.

In preparation for this NRD Season, a Lifeguard Certification Course was conveniently offered through an American Red Cross Instructor at the ACS Pool.  In total, six new certifications and recertifications were earned.  The program included both on-line preparation and on-deck training.  NRD employees are eligible for reimbursement.
