From the Newstead Supervisor & Town Board:
Throughout 2025 the Newstead Town Board continued our commitment to addressing the needs of our community.  Our focus has been on projects that directly have an impact on our residents. To that end, last year we moved forward with the process for a new Community Center by submitting applications for two major grant funding sources on the project. I am happy to report that in early 2026 we heard that $5,000,000 has been secured for the project so far thanks to the efforts of Congressman Nick Langworthy.  
We also set a heavy focus on further upgrades to our parks during the year.  We approved much needed renovations to the Veteran’s Park shelter, installed new security gates at Vet’s Park, installed new rock barriers and new security cameras at both parks and secured $15,000 in grant funding from Legislator Chris Greene to help us totally renovate the Skyline Park shelter.  Thanks to a donation from the Rotary Club a new 80’ flagpole was installed & dedicated at the Buell St property as well.
The Town also welcomed Food Nerds to the community at their ribbon cutting for their newly renovated manufacturing facility on Main Rd, approved new Senior Living apartments on Main Rd and is very excited to see the future development of the Bedford’s Nursery complex at the corner of Main & Buell St. 
We secured a $50,000 grant to work with farmers and landholders on the development of an Agricultural & Farmland Protection Plan that will guide our town’s development and assist in protecting our farms into the future.  We also secured a $50,000 grant for a feasibility study on extending sewer services out Buell St to Main Rd and beyond.
During the course of 2025 we restructured the Recreation Department, continued upgrades to our town buildings, purchased equipment for the highway department and built walls for dedicated mechanics bays at the Joint Municipal Facility. Several major contract renewals were successfully negotiated with the highway labor union, Newstead Fire Company, Amherst Central Alarm, Erie County’s snowplow contract, and the NYS Troopers satellite office at the Town Hall.
As we move forward into 2026, we look forward to sharing more new improvements at the Town Parks thanks to funding secured through the NYS Senate. We are here to serve you, our residents. We invite you to attend our board meetings on the 2nd and 4th Mondays of every month at 7:30pm.
